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Information & Guidance
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All students are issued with a Sixth Form handbook at the Induction Evening.

School Calendar and Term Dates

The School day begins at 8.30am and finishes at 3.50pm. There are supervised study sessions after
school until 5.00pm but students may stay later, until 6.00pm, to work if they wish.

Students purchase items with cash or, with parental
permission, may ask for them to be added to the school bill.

Absences

Should a student be absent from school, please ensure that the School Office is advised either by
telephone or by email (absence@lingfieldcollege.co.uk) by 8.30am on each day of absence. If a call or
message is not received by then, parents will be telephoned to clarify the reason for absence. Any
absence of three days or more should be covered by a letter.

A doctor's letter may be asked for, if deemed necessary, to cover any prolonged absence due to
illness. If a pattern emerges where a student is frequently absent, the parents will be contacted by
Senior Staff to discuss the matter. The School has a duty to inform social Services of attendance of
below 85%.

If leaving school early for any reason, students must sign out at the Senior School Office. This is a
statutory requirement and no exceptions will be made.

Lateness

Students who arrive after morning registration must sign in at the Senior School Office. Students are
deemed late if they arrive after the register has been taken. Persistent lateness will not be tolerated.
Students who are late due to problems with public transport or a school coach will not be penalised.
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Student Medical (or other) Appointments

If a student has an appointment in school hours, parents should send an email in advance to the
Senior School Office (senioroffice@lingfieldcollege.co.uk). The student must sign out at the Senior
School Office and sign back in on return.

Other Requests for Absence

IIf a student wishes to attend a university open day or other event, such as a driving test, they must
email the Head of Sixth Form, in advance, for permission.

Leave of Absence for holidays during term time

Time off for family holidays is not a right. In line with the Department of Education, it is not
permitted to take students out of school for holidays in term time unless there are exceptional
circumstances and there has been prior authorisation by the Headmaster.

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Smart business dress is expected to be worn at all times whilst representing the School. We are
proud of our high standard of presentation and we expect our Sixth Form Students to set an
example. The Sixth Form Dress Code is detailed separately in this pack and can be found in the Sixth
Form Handbook.
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Any requests for a student to be taken out of school during term time should be made in advance
to the Headmaster in writing. These will be considered on a case-by-case basis but leave will only be
granted if circumstances are exceptional or in the case of extenuating circumstances such as service
personnel who are prevented from taking holidays during term time or when a family needs to
spend time together after a crisis. The number of days authorised will be at the Headmaster’s
discretion.

If the Headmaster does not grant permission and the leave is taken, it will be classed as
unauthorised. In such a case, in keeping with government guidelines, a penalty fine may be issued at
the Headmaster’s discretion.
